1. Cover letter

school address/city/state/ZIP, school phone, and the date of your application. 
2. Project goal and rationale 

• What is the goal and rationale of your project? 
• How is your project different from projects already in existence? 
• What does recent research say about the potential success of your project? 

3. Steps toward project completion 
     ____  Describe the individual steps you are planning to take to reach your goal. 
 ____  What is the proposed date of completion? 
4. Benefi ts to students and program 
 ____  How will your project directly affect student learning? 
 ____  How will your project enhance your foreign language program? 
 ____  Will you submit an article to be published in the CCFLT Newsletter? 
5. Budget detail 
 ____  What is the amount of your request? $250, $500, or $1000? 
 ____  Specify your expected expenses. 
6. Two letters of support 
 ____  Include a letter of support for your project from one colleague and one administrator,  
   no longer than one page each. 
 

Proposals for Innovations Grants must be postmarked by October 1, 2011. 
Applicants will be notified of the Grant Review Committee’s decision by November 15, 2011.
